  WEST COAST CLUSTER EXTENSION PROGRAM

An initiative of the three local schools, City Beach, Kapinara and Wembley Downs Primary Schools, the program is designed to provide differentiated educational programs that cater for the learning needs of recognised talented students in Years 5 to 7 who do not qualify for the District’s PEAC program. All schools have a strong cohort of students in Yrs 5 – 7 qualifying for the supplementary PEAC program and an equally strong group of students who are just below the 97 percentile on PEAC testing and need to be catered for within the school program. In addition, all schools identified strengths in catering for this cohort in school in the English learning area, and identified Science, Maths and the Arts as a focus in this project. Specialist teachers in these learning areas plan and implement six week programs for identified students.

 West Coast Education District has ratified the program and has provided significant financial assistance over a number of years. In addition each school provides funding. All courses attract a fee to offset the cost of resources. Students will not be excluded for financial reasons.

Our courses encourage:

· Higher order thinking

· Cooperative and independent learning

· Problem solving

· Risk taking

In addition they offer students the opportunity of meeting and working with their intellectual peers. Students will be evaluated through a range of activities that encourage self and peer evaluation. For each course completed students receive a certificate and report.
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
