2009 Eva Savagnin by Damien Tscharke  This is a well made, clean sweet white 
which is lively and uncomplicated. The flavours range from tropical fruits to citrus and the 
finish is acid-fresh.   Recommended

2009 Patina Sticky Tea Riesling  This is a genuinely interesting wine from the Orange 
region of New South Wales. The nose is perfumed and spicy and the palate combines 
medium-level sweetness with a slight phenolic grip and zippy acidity. An aperitif rather

2008 Punt Road Botrytis Semillon  The nose is fresh and impressive showing 
complex marmalade botrytis aromas. The palate is rich and sweet but doesn’t cloy on the 
finish.
